We commend her soul to rest in the 

peace of Christ. 

The squeaky wheel always gets the 

grease, or so the saying goes. Today 

we are reminded to be persistent in 

our prayer to God. In our first read-

ing as well as the gospel we are pre-

sented with two scenarios where 

persistence pays off. Persistence, at 

least as presented in the first reading and gospel is the attitude 

of one seeking justice. Both justice and faith have to do with 

our relationship with God. Justice sets us in right relationship 

with God and each other; faith impels us to do whatever is nec-

essary to establish that right relationship.  

   Persistence requires discipline, and it rests on the hope that 

the desired outcome of our efforts will be achieved. For exam-

ple, we are persistent in exercise routines, athletic training, and 

musical practice. So it is with prayer: we persist because of our 

hope that God will hear us. Jesus asks the question: ñwill God 

find faith on earth?ò  God does find faith in those who persist in 

prayer. But what about those of us who feel like we are praying 

persistently for our needséwhy is God not answering us? 

   This raises the important issue about what we pray for. If our 

prayer is simply about getting what we want, then our focus 

may only be upon ourselves. If, instead, our focus is on ñjustice 

being doneéspeedily,ò then persistence will get us that justice 

and, ultimately, salvation. The key is to remember that the an-

swer to our prayers is not getting what we want now, but jus-

tice, that is right relationship with God. 

   Prayer must become a part of who we are as people; it cannot 

be something that we just do. Our lives must become prayer if 

we are to be ñpersistentò in our relationship with God. The Ben-

edictines have a saying that they live by: ñOra et Labora.ò  It 

means, work and prayer meaning that everything that we do 

must become our prayer. We cannot separate our lives from our 

prayer. That is being persistent in prayer with God. Prayer has 

the ability to give us a greater insight into life. We spend all of 

our lives just trying to figure out how we fit in and prayer can 

be the answer.  

   It has been said that prayer 

can move mountains, but 

sometimes the mountain that 

needs to be moved is our-

selves. As long as we live, we 

keep on discovering that life is 

more than we bargained for. 

Yet, still, we persevere, just 

like the widow. We keep 

pounding on the door of God.
